Adelaide Uni Meat Judges Bring Home the Bacon  

During the first week of the holidays 

the Adelaide University Meat Judging 

Team travelled to Wagga Wagga, 

NSW for the exciting four day Intercol-

legiate Meat Judging (ICMJ) industry 

workshop and competition. This year 

was the 27th annual event, held from 

the 5th to 10th July, and attracted the 

largest cohort yet of 130 student en-

tries. 

This yearôs Adelaide team comprised 

12 students studying Agriculture, Ani-

mal, and Veterinary Sciences who are 

in their third year, or completing Hon-

ours. In preparation for the competi-

tion, the team have been training hard 

since the start of semester one, each 

week attending theory and practicals 

which sometimes start as early as 

6am! This hard work paid off immeas-

urably during the competition and our 

students thoroughly enjoyed the event. 

The Wagga program provided stu-

dents the opportunity to hear from the 

best in the business, including interna-

tional guest speakers covering broad 

areas along the whole red meat value 

chain. There were also plentiful net-

working opportunities with industry 

leaders who have really built their 

name in the business, as well as with 

fellow students from ten Australian 

Universities and five international 

teams hailing from Indonesia, Japan, 

Korea and the United States (YES ï 

meat judging is that big a deal that 

overseas teams make the trip to com-

pete!).  

The competition is based on judging, 

similar to that at Adelaide Royal of live 

animals, only we judge carcasses  

instead. By evaluating a carcass, we 

can determine many factors including 

sex, age, and quality ï we donôt need 

to try a steak to know how good it will 

taste! Students judge several carcass 

classes covering beef, lamb and pork, 

and must also be able to identify 

primals and retail cuts. This year the 

Adelaide team of Jordy Kitschke, Bro-

dhi Carracher, Joshua 

Angove and Curtis 

Villani won Champion 

Team for Eating  

Quality Evaluation. 

Brodhi Carracher was 

also Runner-up indi-

vidual for Placings  

(by only two points!). 

This yearôs competi-

tion was the most 

competitive yet with 

only 4 points separat-

ing the top five     

placing students over-

all, and Adelaide    

University finished 

strongly amongst 

tough competition. 

Jordy Kitschke was selected to attend 
an industry training sponsored by Meat 
and Livestock Australia to be held in 
Brisbane in August. This week of train-
ing is only open to the top ten placing 
students, as well as one student from 
each university, selected by the team 
coach.  

In the week prior to leaving for Wagga, 
the team spent valuable time getting to 
know and training with five students 
from Bogor Agricultural University, 
Indonesia. Many students from the 
Adelaide Meat Judging Team will trav-
el to Indonesia later this year during 
the annual Livestock Production Tour 
where theyôll be hosted by the friends 
they made during this time.
