Thank you for your two letters. As I mentioned on B'riday
I had already replied to your first letter, hut it was not yet
typed. As I have not br^en able to locate a part-time tyoist in
this country of over-full employment I draft all my letters and
stack in a pile for typing on Sundays.

Anyway many thanica indeed for introducing me to Lady
Bassett's friend Mr Betts, who has kindly agreed to assist me to
obtain peri'fliaslon to examine the records of the Society of
Merchant Adventurers in Bristol. I hope to be in a position to
visit Bristol next month and in any case will give Mr Betts ample
warning of my impending arrival. I shall let you have full
particulars of any finds on my return.

As regards the B.T. series, my interest in these papers
is twofold:-

y (!) all material relating to the Southern Whale Fishery from
its Inception during the American War of Independence to
about 1815, when it was finally freed from shackles imposed
by the Government acting on behalf of the Kast India
Company; and

(li) the rather parallel, and at times overlapping, material on
the gradual relinquishment of controls on the development
of N.S.W. trade, also to about 1815, by which time, for
my pui'^poses, it was virtually free.

The reason why (ii) concerns me, e.g. the Lady Barlow case, is
that so much of the early N.S.W. trade (sandalwood, salt pork,
beche-de-iner, etc.) was an island trade in which Port Jackson
figured really as a transhipment centre.

After a preliminary inspection of the correspondence I
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came to realize that my interests did not entirely coincide with
yours, i.e. in (i) they are wider, as I am interested in material
relating to the Southern Whale Fishery in all areas and not merely
the Western Pacific, and in (ii) narrower, as there are papers in
the B.T. files, e.g. lists of N.S.W. settlers given grants of land
by Governor Phillip, which are of little concern to me.

Under these circumstances it seemed best to check through
the whole series, that is the B.T.I (In-letters), 3 (Out-letters),
5  (minutes of Council) and 6 series, as far as 1815, using the
Registers and Indexes in B.T.4 when there are any (at a rough
guess this will involve examining some 100 volumes), and having
all items relating to (i) and (ii) microfilmed on a single reel,
or single series of reels. At the same time I am listing any
material relating to Australia (or New Zealand) not being copied.

I am now over half way through my task and, with Honor's
invaluable help, hope to be through by the end of next week.
B.T.6/95 is the only volume which needs to be filmed in entirety
(most of the others having only a few pages to be done); B.T.6/93
had no pa?e numbers so I had to Insert a series of 'Begin' and
'End' markers; all others, however, have so far been paginated.

If you would prefer, rather than wade throuch all these
volumes a second tine, I can have a negative made at A.N.U. expense
which would Include all material on (i) and (11), any number of
positives can be then made for the Mitchell, National, etc.
(subject to the agreement of the P.R.O.). The other material on
Australia and New Zealand Wiefceh I can gix^e you as a list, for
copying at your discretion? Anyway, you can let me know your
decision in due course, there is no hurry. The B.T.I, 3 and 6
material already filmed by the Joint Copying Project is all of
more recent date, I think, so there will be no duplication.

Some time ago it became knoun to this Departoent that the nanoiecript
Diaries of Sir John Thurston, the Taviuni planter who rose to be acting
British Consul at Levuka, the leading member of tlie Cakobau Goremment
which negotiated the cession of Fiji, and later the celebrated Governor
of Fiji and High Commissioner for the V^estem Pacific, were not lost as
long believed but in the possession of Mr J. Millington, a London secondary
school headmaster, who had used them in the preparation of his London
University M,A, thesis on Thurston*

For several years desultory negotiations proceeded with 14r Millington
with a view to oiir being permitted to have the Diariee microfilmed for the
use of research workers in Australia, Millington proved rather intractable,
but eventually undertook to have the documentation deposited in the Univer"
sily of London, probably in the Institute of Commonwealth Studies.

As nothing further eventuated, however, I informed Miss Mander Jones
of the existence of the records for the purpose of her Manuscript Survey
and at the same time suggested that she mi<^t soxind out Mr Millington in
the hope that she could persuade him to consider their sale either to ths
National or Mitchell Libraries. Although Miss Hander Jones felt that
their purchase was a matter that lay outside her prwince she did, in her
letter to Mr Millington requesting permiseion to catalogue the Diaries,
mention the possibility of their acquisition for Australia.

Mr Millington was at first as obdurate as ever, lAit he must hspve
thoughtthings over for he has recently written to Miss Mander Jones
indicating that he is willing to consider their sale} the faot that he hae
been operated for cancer may have something to do with this decision.

The purpose of this letter, which is being written on behalf of the
Department of pacific liistoxy and Pacific historians throu^iout Australia,
New Zealand and the Pacific lelande* ie to urge you to take every possible
step to ensure the acquisition of the Thurston Diaries for the National
Collection.

Yes by all means use Jahe Roth's description of the Unilever records,
so long as they have no objection. I have many faults but trying to keep
information to myself is not one of them. Curiously enou^ I find many
historians do suffer from this disease} not so librarians and archivists,
thank goodness,

I do hope that you can, at some propitious moment, change the name of
your organization to one better descriptive of its geographical scope -
thou^ I suppose it doesn't matter very much really. If I mi^t suggest
MSS Relating to Australia. New Zealand and the Pacific Islands it is because
this would be in confoimiity with the usage of the Australian National
University, South Pacific Commission, and indeed all organizations I know
of, These invariably include New Guinea as a Pacific Island but not so New
Zealand (illogical thou^ it may seem).

May I worry you with another matter of mutual interest to ua? A
Mr. J, Millington wrote an M,-A, thesis on the life of Sir John Thurston,
■wdiich is in the library at London University, It came to my notice some
time ago (l cannot remember how) that he had acquired Thurston's Diaries,
which are of course of considerable value to Pacific historians. So I
wrote to him and, when I received no reply, asked Jane Roth to locate him.
I enclose copies of the three letters wliich resulted, from which you will
see that he was as long ago as February of last year negotiating with the
University of London (probably, he says, the Institute of Commonwealth
Studies) with a view to depositing the Thurston Diaries vidth them.

Perhaps he has done so, in which case could you please tell J«i^ andask her to arrange for them to be microfilmed for us? If not, perhaus you
could succeed in activating him to take? the action he proposed? I'm^lJaidne is rather a difficult customer to deal with, but I have hopes that you

The Admiralty Papers have a ways
been our Achilles' heel; Ethel Drus maintained that she had worked out
a system which enabled her to find anything, but as she would never
tell us what it was we gained little from her erudition.

Through the A.'D.B. searcher in England (who has an amazing
flair for tracing people) Dorothy has discovered the surprising in
formation that Cheyne's son became physician to Queen Victoria and
was made a baronet. His grandson, who lives in Italy (I think in
the Diplomatic Service) was amazed to hear that the Cheyne MS had
got into the Mitchell as he understood it was still in the Shetlands
with other Cheyne records. Jim Davidson has prepared a note for him
which I enclose and will let you know developments, particularly if
any other Cheyne material comes to light. At present, like Wellington,
Sir (?) Cheyne has to be treated very delicately and had best be left
to Dorothy to handle.

Re the note on the Thurston Papers, by a strange chance
less than 10 minutes after I had opened your letter Harold \i/hite rang
me re the microfilming of the German C.O., P.O. and naval records at
Potsdam which, as you probably know, Majorie Jacobs is exsunining at
the moment on a grant from the Mitchell. The East German Government
are apparently willing to play but would prefer to exchange for micro
films of our material. Its all rather delicate because Australia
does not recognize the East German Government so better not talk about
it till things get finalized.

Anyway the point is I asked him to sanction the publication
of your note then and there and he agreed immediately. He did not
want tt shown to anyone on his staff ( as I offered) or readfto him
(as I tried to do) but said that the fact that you had prejiared it and
I wanted it for the Journal was good enough for him. I must say that
if one can only get >ir. VJiite's personal attention on a matter one
gets immediate action (whereas his subordinates take months); ismd in
any case I gathered that he did not consider it a very important matter,
when compared with the other operations we are engaged on at the present
time.

ABOUT 194S, uluni I v«s a Fallow of St Jc^n*a Collage, Caabrldga,
I racalvad a latter froa Mrs (later Lady) Hancock, wife of
Professor U.K. Hancock, saying that she had tenporarily in her
possession Captain Cheyne*s Journal. Mrs Hancock then held a
wartisMi appointaent at the B.B.C. and was in charge of talks
on the Overseas Service directed towards the Pacific area.

The Jovrnal had been brought to her by Mr Beresford
Bgan, an actor (rather elderly, I gathered, and apparently
down on his luck), who hoped he might be comissioned to prepare
talks based on it for tlM B.B.C. Mrs Hancock considered it
unsuitable for this purpose but realised that it aight merit
publication as a document of historical interest. I therefore
b^n correspondence with Mr Egan (but never met him). His
Initial interest was in collaboration between us that aight
result in the publication of a *popular* book from which he
would make a substantial aaount of money. He later agreed,
however, that I ai^t prepare a scholarly edition of it. I
mentioned the proposal to the Council of the Hakluyt Society;
but the society was, at that time, opposed to publishing any
journal dealing with a period as recent as the nineteenth
century. I took no further action but later gathered that the
Journal had been offered for sale by Mr Bgan and purchased by
the Mitchell Library of Sydney.

I was told that the Journal had been given to Mr
Igan by relatives of his wife who lived, 1 think, in SosMrset
or Devon. It was said to have been in their possession for
a long time. Lady Hancock died some years ago; and I have
M> knowledge of the «lieroid»outs of Mr Bgan, if, indeed, he
should still be alive.

Captain Cheyne was an acute observer of the Pacific
and wrote abMt places and aspects of trading not adequately
described by others. The ptdilication of his Journal, and
perhaps ef other papers that may survive, is highly desirable.
0r Dorothy ihineberg is probably the ideal editor: she has
a greater knowledge than any other historian of Melanesia
in Andrew Cheyne's tine, and a broad experience as a historian
idtieh should ensure that her handling of his accounts of the
Mierenesian Islands is also of a high scholarly standard.

Thank you for kindly letting us have particulars of the
Selwyn Papers with the Rev. H. Selwyn Fry. They are most interesting,
and of particular value to Miel Gunson and David Hilliard, our two
mission specialists in Australia.

All I know of Mr. Millar (or Miller as I understodd he was)
is containediin the following excerpt from a letter which I wrote to
Jane Roth on 2nd June 1965:—

"But please have another crack at the Lambeth Papers. Herewuth
an excerpt frwn a letter from David P. Miller, of Cambridge to
David Hilliard, of the A.N.U., dated 8,8.64:-

'As to MSS. I have been able to track down quite a lot of
Selwyniana in this Country, and have come across about 200
letters of John Selwyns. They were in a tin trunk in a
Berkshire vicarage, in the keeping of the grandson of John
Selwyn, who had no idea of their value, and had even contem
plated burning them. 1 sorted them out, and have made
arrangements with the librarian of Lambeth Palace to have them
put in temporary storage, so that microfilming by interested
parties can get to work, 1 have not read these letters;
there was too much G.A. Selwyn material mixed up with it, for
me to spend more than a cursory gleuice on those of his son's.
1 suggest you write to Mr. Bill, Libr8u:"ian, Lambeth Palace,
London, and ask if you can have copies taken. But as to
their ultimate value from your point of view, I'm afraid 1 can
offer you no hope that they will necessarily be of any value.'

What about trying out Mr. Bill (though it sounds an improbable
name)?*

Jane had already bean to Lambeth Palace where they disclaimed

all knowledge of the Selwyn Papers and 1 believe that after my second
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letter she went again with similar negative results; as I now realize
from your letter this was because Pry did not in fact deposit the letters
there as Miller thought that he had arranged.

I will now write to David llilliard, who is now Lecturer in
History at Flinders University, Adelaide, €uid find out if he knows
Miller's (or Millar's) address and, if so, will send it to you.

We are natiirally anxious to have the Papers photocopied;
indeed that was my object in asking Jane to go to Lambeth Palace.
Is there any chance? I could defray all expenses.

Dear Miss ilander-Jones,

I doubt if you could possibly envisage the relief with which I
received your incredibly kind and generous letter of the 4th oh my too-
hurriedly written report on 'The Documentary Basis for Pacific Studies'.
I was only too conscious that every page contained inaccuracies, that
much of the argument might be not unfairly described as special pleading,
and that whilb it might pass muster with the unspecialized library ad
ministrator you would be able to see all too clearly each weak link and
each difficiilty glossed over.

I had also sent a copy to Ian Diamond in Suva, who had criticised
it for minimizing the enormous nature of the task, underestimating the
staff necessary and the expenditure which would be required. All tMs
is probably true enough but Shaw, who is pretty shrewd, po^ts out that
the important thing is to stop talking about the difficulties inheren
in any action, which we have been doing for the last 20 years, ̂
something started, however small and initially inadequate for its purpose.

Once the libraries can be persuaded to co-operate_^d create a
jointly owned and operated servicing organization it will grow, i
serves a useful purpose; and the process of growing is so very mu
less difficult than that of giving birth.

I gather from the grapevine that the view of the National Library
(by which I suppose is meant Burmester) is that r
Project can do all this when they have finished in the U.K. ^d^hat it
would be uneconomic to search for Pacific Islands material and then
later for Australian and New Zealand material. One can seerthe logic
of this argument but I fear it postpones everyth^ for my lifetime
(and possibly yours). In my view you have infallibly stated the
correct procedure, i.e. that the initial surveys should note the
Australian and New Zealand material en passant and that where one or
more libraries request its copying it should be done (charging them
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(charging them accordingly).

This listing for copying is, as you say, slow in many cases, e.g.
the Admiralty Series, but I am hoping that there are other series where
we can simply film through, even though a percentage of the material
may not be on the Pacific at all. We are already working, thorough
several sources, on the records in Rome and when they are done Prance and
the U.S. are the great problems (apart from the islands themselves). It
seems likely that an American library will take full responsibility for
the U.S. survey - I suppose you don't feel like tackling France when you
have done the U.K.?

There has been some recent correspondence on the subject of Joyce
Wright's Catalogue of Serials and it may be that Shaw will agree to
Janet Bell undertaking it, as she is quite anxious to do, I am afraid
that Joyce may prcve to be a non-starter, as in her M.A. which I have
been helping her over for years. Its not altogether her fa^t because
as Reference Librarian at the University of Hawaii Library she really
never has a minute off. H. Roth, of the Auckland University Library,
has just published an incomplete list of government serials in a sel
ected number of Pacific Islands territories. It is a start, thou^
hardly more; but he deserves credit for making a beginning on which
others can improve.

Thaiik you for your paper on the artists who went with Baud^ and
Flinders, apart from correcting the incorrect impression which I gathered
from Mr Gleland's cards in the National Library it will be a nice aoq^si-
tion for my library which is still growing. At least I shall never dis
pense my library like Mackaness but dispose of it as an entire collection
when I retire from active work. It seems curious to me that a man like
Mackaness (not lacking money) should spend so much trouble building up a
fine collection and then scatter it to the four winds.

I have noted all your valuable remarks anent the French reco^s
copied for the Tumbull and other matters and will have them carefuUy
entered on cards for action should any clearing house eventuate. ^e
of the difficulties is to find someone to run the Centre full-time but
here Sir John Crawford and Professor Davidson have helped by up-grading
the position to that of Research Officer, the highest non-academic grade
in the University and paid better than many academic positions. I
think there are only half a dozen in the whole University, mostly senior
teclinologists in the medical field or the natural sciences.

Thank you for your subscription to the Journal which I have duly
passed on - 1 am doing all 1 can to advertise it and have nearly reached
1 000 subsci*ibers, my aim being 1,500 at which figure it will be self-
sipporting and also have the largest circulation of any scholarly Journal
in the Pacific region (the Journal of the Polynesian Society being next
at 1 550) and thus able to attract all the leading contributors. Curious
ly Prance has the lowest number of subscribers of any large country with
6 (of which one is free) but there are also curious deserts such as
Oxford and Auckland where there are no subscribers whatsoever, not even
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the Bodleian or Rhodes House. I hope your article on Ida eventuates
but of course there is no hurry; just whenever you have time off
this year or next.

You ask about two of the Pacific Monograph Series but work on
them is not sufficiently advanced to tell you the price of either.
In the case of the thesis catalogue Diane had ccanpleted entides for
760 theses, which I think is about all there probably are, when she
left (with her husband) for the University of Hamilton, New Zealand,
and I cannot extract the final text from her. The manuscript in
ventory is being held up by the bibliographer working on it being enpg^d
for the time being in final corrections to Snow's Bibliograph of Fiji,
Tonga and Rotuma.

I am delighted that the filming of Adm. 1 is under way. I sho^d
indeed like a copy of Sthel Drus's notes on the Admiralty records and
would not, of course, publish any part without her permission. But
we are good friends and I'm sure she would not mind me having them for
my own personal assistance.

Again many thanks indeed for your heartening letter on the possible
formation of a Centre. My morale was badly in need of the strengthening
wliich your kind support gave; for I am only too conscious of the great
difficulties ahead, not only financial and technical but also due to
rivalry between libraries and personality differences between library
and archives administrators.

Thank you for letting me have a copy of your correspondence with
Mr P. Kennedy, with all the valuable information on German political and commerci
records relating to the Pacific, some of which I knew about but most of which was
unknown to me. I shall file it for the new Manager of the Pacific Islands
Manuscripts Clearing Centre.

I hope that Mr Kennedy writes to us but do not expect him to ov?ing to
some misunderstanding between Dr Newbury and the Professor - at least I gathered
there was one though I ha^e no idea how it all originated. Anyway Newbury
apparently declines to subscribe to the Journal and sends his contributors to the
Journal of the Polynesian Society. Being well past 60 and about to retire I
keep well away from all personal frictions, which fortunately are less actbe
in Pacific history than most of the other disciplines.

Volume II of the Journal is really booming and we have sold nearly 900
copies in just over a month; and L'm glad to say that many of our new subscribers
ask for Volume I also, so I should not be surprised if we sold out both. It
gives me a kick to think of us as the biggest selling scholarly periodical in
the Pacific, and I am no longer having to worry about contributions for papers
and articles come rolling in from all parts of the world.

I suppose that there are no Pacific manuscripts that I would
rather set eyes on than the correspondence, notes and drafts of Aaron
Arrowsraith, the cartographer.

.  Time after time one finds a discovery first recorded on one of
his incomparable charts and one knows tliat he was in touch with, and
obtained infomation from, Bass, flinders, Simpson and other explorers,
as well as from tiie early whaling and trading captains. Tliis, indeed,
is why the Americans, nnich to their disgust, were compelled to use his
English chau-ts, which often contained the only accurate record of their
whaling discoveries.

V.hen iVaron Arrowsraith died in 1823 his business was carried on

by his sons Aaron and Samuel; and when Sanuel died in 1839 a nephew,
John Arrowsmith, continued it. johii died in 1873 and by an Order of
the Court of Chancery "the vast collections of the Arrowsmiths, consisting
of maps, plated and manuscripts" were dispersed by public auction, and
according to an article on the Arrowsmiths in the Dictionary of National
Biography "have since fallen into the hands of one of our most eninent
Biap publishers".

I wonder if perchance you know what has happened to this collection?
For me his manuscripts could well supply the answer to questions, e.g. on
the discovery of several of the Phoenix Islarids and the origin of the name
"ICingsmill Islaitds", on which I have been working for the last decade
without getting anywhere.

I hope that you had a good Christmas and that you will enjoy a most
successful year of work during 1968.

I am afraid that my statement that I was having "everything on
N.S.W. and the Pacific put on microfilm" was one of intention rather than
of fact.

I certainly worked on the India Office Records for several
weeks but owing largely to the absence of any indexes or other aids of
use to people engaged on Pacific Studies and difficulty in obtaining and
consulting the records I never completed my work though I stayed behind
in London after Honor had left for Honolulu and was in the Library up
to the last day.

After the initial reconnaissance I found I had to confine my
searching almost entirely to one subject: the South Sea whaling industry.

I'm afraid that I seem to have no copies of what was microfilmed
on file, but I have found a folder with a lot of pencilled lists of
material examined, and two reels of microfilm. If you like I can send
both the folder and the reels (neither have been used since my return to
Australia) for what they are worth, or the India Office Library people
could presumably give you a copy of their list of what they microfilmed for
me.

I also prepared a brief guide for Pacific students consulting
the India Office records to be published with the provisional list of
manuscripts, but this merely indicates the general lay-out of the records
and the classes likely to prove of use.

I am sorry to have to confess that I have been so unsystematic,
but it was the last repository I consulted in London, and I worked up to



the last minute but never finished. And as the work was unfinished I
just buried it on my return here for completion at a later date - and
got on with other and more urgent research.

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Dear Miss Mander-Jones,

I never thanked you for kindly finding out that the Arrowsmith Papers
had finally disappeared, and now your letter of the 31st July serves to
remind me that I should have done so long ago.

I am glad that you are in touch with Robert Langdon, who is now in
full cry after manuscripts. Of course he is not concerned with material
in the British Isles, which are entirely in your capable hands, and for
the time being is concentrating on Australia and the Pacific Islands.
At the moment he is in the wilds of Killara following the scent of some
papers left by J.L. Young, who led a most colourful life as a trader in
Micronesia and the Eastern Pacific and ended up by owning S.R. Maxwell and
Company of Tahiti and Henderson and Macfarlane of Auckland.

I advised Robert to get in touch with Mr Tawney and make himself and
the Pacific Manuscripts Bureau known to him, in the hope that we may
collaborate to our mutual advantage. Manuscripts being copied by the
Joint Copying Project people are naturally no problem as they automatically
go to all Our member libraries who want them, but we shall probably collect
Braterial which Mr Tawney would like copies of.

Yes, I have had a letter from Rolf du Rietz in which he indicated
that after the failure of the libraries out here to acquire the Kroepelien
collection it was about to be sold to a dealer for $200,000 but was
Saved by joint action by the Oslo University Library, the Ron Tiki Museum
and a Bank. It will be housed either in the University or Museum and
open to the public.
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Probably It Is right that Scandanavla should have the collection,
for I gather from Niel Gunson that it contained very few manuscripts and
mainly consisted of beautifully bound copies of printed material which the
Mitchell either has or can readily obtain in photocopy. I gather that
Rolf has only catalogued one-third of the collection (not alas even two-
thirds, as you mention) and that the catalogue is scheduled for publication
in March, 1969. Probably Janet will be able to explain to us what is the
idea of publishing a partial catalogue.

I had thought of publishing the Matthews and Wainwright catalogue
entries, plus my additions, and adding the Gilson catalogue of Pacific
Islands manuscripts in New Zealand. However you will remember that it
got held up for months by Burmeister, and then by a whole host of
priorities, notably the Journal of Pacific History, the Snow Bibliography
of Fiji, Tonga and Rotuma and latterly the World Catalogue of Theses. Early
this year I put a professional bibliographer on to revising the catalogue
for offset publication in a small edition of say 500, but the Professor
has now borrowed the girl to work on completing the bibliography for the
posthumous Gilson History of Samoa.

The work was never meant to be more than a temporary stop-gap for the
use of scholars and students pending the appearance of your definitive
catalogue, and now that work must be nearing completion there appears to
be little point in pursuing the idea. What do you think^

It was good to hear of projected surveys of Pacific manuscripts in
European countries, for the more work done by others the faster it will
all be completed - maybe it could even happen in my lifetime. I know nothing
of the project at all, but will ask Robert Langdon to enquire from the
International Council of Archives in case the Pacific Manuscripts Bureau
can be of any assistance. Professor Verlinden's oceanic bibliography also
sounds a hopeful venture about which we know nothing out here. Something
like the Arctic Bibliography, I suppose, but it will take a fair-sized
team several years and the hundreds of thousands of entries will require
several volumes. I remember we put up a similar proposal to the South
Pacific Commission but after it had been C9sted by experts it was
considered simply not worth the enormous expenditure involved. But the
Belgian Academy in Rome has probably got the necessary spare funds, though
why Belgian should be interested in the Pacific Islands is rather
intriguing.

I am on a months sick leave at present and hope to follow it by about
three months of my Sabbatical, so that I can get some work done.
