Your doubt concerning the attitude of the officluls in nshington is
one which many of us entertain. That wus one recson for thinkins that
somaone llke mysslf vwho wus move accustomod to sueh thinps mirht be
the jmoper oort of nosistint for you so us to mbsorh a pood many of
those shooks und lenve jyour time and energy [res for vorthuhils rork.

It would be irpossible really for our imstituticon to enter into en
ugresmant conoerning your nosition thet =dght involve another Jtate
Inptitution. That is, it would bo innossible for us to offer to ar-
ranjia for youto work at unother institution oitusmted in o resion
enjoying a better elimate than ocurs. ‘There is no reuson, hovever, vhy
poma other institution so situated could not cooperate with the rovern-
ment in the way which we had planmed.
